Mr. Ketchel calied the meeting to order at 7:35 pm.

There was no public comment so the PC moved on to an update on the Warren Main Street Improvernent
Project. After a second attempt at getting some interest in the project, the RFP produced five candidates who
were interviewed by the committee. Mr. Sanford who was on the interview committee told the PC that out of
the five candidates they narrowed it down to two, but found that one stood out due to his enthusiasm and that
he was the only one that actually drafted a proposed sketch of what his initial vision was. The members
confirmed that they would have a ‘kick-off” with the selected candidate, Mark Hamelin of VHB, at the August

22™ meeting.

The PC next discussed both the modifications of Chapter 3 as well as items for updating the Town Plan as a
whole. Mr. Malboeuf reported on his conversation with Dan Currier, the map guy, at CVRPC, and shared a
quote proposal with the rates and cost of what we’re requesting. The members then agreed by verbal
consensus to sign the guote authorizing CVRPC to do the work. The PC then briefly wandered onto the subject
of roads and the new state mandate that they be maintained with grading that is then also rolled [compacted].
Following that they discussed the Housing Distribution Plan which Jed to the question of how is Washington
County growing and where in the county is the growth occurring as the feeling was that the numbers expected

in Warren seemed high.

The conversation also traveled into a discussion about subdivisions and their compliance with the intentions of
the Town Plan. It became apparent to several of the PC members that there may need to be more specificity in
the Town Plan which in turn would be reflected in the Land Use and Development Regulations regarding how
land In Warren should be developed.

The minutes of the July 11™ meeting were reviewed and signed. It was reported that there are three locations
that are actively being discussed regarding the Town Garage which needs improvements but is not presently in
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the most desirable location. A report was given about the scoping study that is being done on a pedestrian
pathway along the Sugarbush Access Road. Residents of Inferno Road have come forth wanting to be included
as there are frequent walkers on Inferno Road which is not safe.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.
